* Getting involved locally

Local councillors attend to local needs of residents, local groups and
businesses, make decisions on local services, collaborate with district and
borough councils to adhere to local needs, and progress vital projects to
invest in the future of the community.

CAN | STAND FOR ELECTION? To stand for election to a local council
you must be:

» A UK or Commonwealth citizen; or be a citizen of the Republic of Ireland;
or be a citizen of another Member State of the European Union

* At least 18 years old

* An elector of the local council; or in the past 12 months occupied land or
other premises in the area the local council serves (as owner or tenant); or
work in the area local council serves (as your principal or only place of
work); or live within three miles of the local council boundary

Most offenders are handed a £100 fine and either penalty points or offered
a place on a retraining course. However, if drivers could end up in court and
face a fine of £2500 if involved in a serious incident or deny exceeding the
limit. Just a warning!
